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(3&3) Mt.Fuji Summit AI Seminar

(Results)

We had planned to invite Dr. Inoue and Dr. Shimoda of CyberAgent Al Lab. to Mt. Fuji
Weather Station on August 20th, 10:00-12:00 to present the latest researches on aerial
displays and Al.

On the morning of August 19th, we started Mt.Fuji climbing from the 5th station of the
Gotemba entrance with 4 members and from the 5th station of the Fujinomiya entrance with 10
members separately, and arrived at Warajikan, the 7th station of the Gotemba entrance around
3:00 pm together.
